There is no requirement for you to
follow these examples

These are indications for parents and our advisor to get a better understanding of the
education your child is receiving.

We recognise that children will be on journey in their education some child will be at
expected level, some will be in advance of their key stage indicator, some may be
working towards the indicator or some children due to their education needs maybe
below the indicator. You may find that children can do some elements of the different
indicators as well.

Knowing where your child is can be helpful for you in setting work for them, ensuring
it is appropriate for them but can also help you know where they could be “stretched”
or work needs to be reviewed. It will also enable our home education advisor to offer
a tailored set of advice for each child and make suggestions for parents so they can
help support their child reach the minimum expectations where appropriate.
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
