Designation of a 24 hour waiting prohibition (including for the purposes of loading / unloading) along this
section of road and at the northern extremity of Linstead Street (designated parking places in Linstead
Street are unaffected).

The Camden (St. Paul’s Crescent) (Cycle Permeability) Traffic Order 2022

Designation of a 24-hour waiting restriction (including for the purposes of loading / unloading) at the
southern extremity of the section of St. Paul’'s Crescent which remains open to all vehicular traffic at the side
of no. 36A St. Paul's Crescent.

Any person desiring to question the validity of the order or of any provision contained therein
on the grounds that it is not within the powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 or that any
of the relevant requirements thereof or of any relevant regulations made thereunder has not been complied
with may, within 6 weeks of the date on which the order was made, make application for the purpose to the
High Court.
