Roderick Road, NW3;

Rona Road, NW3;

Savernake Road, NW3; and

Shirlock Road, NW3.

In addition, the Order would make a minor correction to the wording of the Articles of the
Order of 2013, so as to improve comprehension of their provisions.

STATEMENT OF REASONS

In 2013 the London Borough of Camden took the decision to designate a 20mph speed limit
on all borough roads not already subject to this speed limit or which were not already
included within a designated 20mph zone.

An order was accordingly made on 2 December 2013 which came into force on 16 December
2013.

It transpires that a number of street names were inadvertently omitted from the schedule to
that order. This order aims to both rectify those omissions and to include any streets, or
sections of streets, which have subsequently been re-named.

“‘enactment” means any enactment, whether public general or local, and includes
any order, byelaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by
virtue of an enactment

2.2 Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference
to that enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having
effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment.

2.3 Unless the context otherwise requires, any expression used in this Order which
is also used in the Order of 2013 shall have the same meaning as in that Order.

3.1 Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in
respect of any act or omission before the coming into force of this Order, the Order
of 2013 shall have effect as though:-

in Schedule 1 to this Order; and

(c) there were added to section 2 of the Schedule to that Order the parts of
streets listed in Schedule 2 to this Order.
