Furthermore, I will ask the 
council to invest in an extensive CCTV network across the borough, which is monitored 
24 hours a day, seven days a week and CCTV operators. 

 
Education and skill developments: 

- I will push for better access of quality of education and training programmes, as well as 
support for young people to develop essential skills for future careers. I would work to 
ensure that all young people have access to high–quality education and support 
services, regardless of their background and circumstances. I will work on collaborating 
with schools and educational institutions by partnering local schools and colleges to 
provide resources, mentorship programmes and internship opportunities that can help 
students gain valuable skills and experience. 

 
Career guidance and counselling: 

- Providing career guidance and counselling services to students and young adults can 
help them make informed decisions about their future and develop the necessary skills 
for success. This results in another big issue of community engagement: engaging with 
community through workshops, seminars and training programmes can help raise 
awareness about the importance of education and skills development. Additionally 
offering adult education programmes, vocational training and skills development 
workshops can help adults in the community to improve their skills and advance their 
careers.
